– more than twice the rate achieved in Australia’s market sector as a whole. A 
key source of productivity growth in agriculture has been the generation and 
adoption of new knowledge and technologies. 
 
 “Computronics is headed for quick growth in the agriculture sector and timely 
expansion into aquaculture, where Computronics’ existing monitors and 
control technologies have significant potential,” Mr Fraval said. 
 
The company has shown positive signs of progression since coming out of 
administration earlier this year, with this signed deal another way forward for 
the company. 
 
“Thurla is one of a few integrated agricultural and sustainable energy farms. 
The decision to acquire this operation was a strategic move made to place 
Computronics at the forefront of farming technology development in Australia,” 
Fraval said. 
 
“This acquisition will provide us with great opportunities to diversify into 
integrated and sustainable agricultural practices.”  
 
Computronics Holdings Ltd is structured around technology brand Farmscan 
and divisions specialising in components and another in LED signs. A strong 
research and development focus has existed within Computronics since the 
company's inception 30 years ago.
